Learn to Ride and Care for your Horse

Beginning in June UNDERMOUNTAIN FARM will hold a weekday riding day camp for ages 5 to adult. A student can sign
up for one week or more. It has been our experience that children love to come back several times. Some of the material
inevitably varies from week to week and it is very easy to keep things interesting for those who keep coming.

Each weekly session will run from Monday to Friday from 9:00 AM to 3 :00 PM. The cost per student per week is $250.
If paid at least 2 weeks in advance the cost is $225 per week.

All experience levels are welcome. Please sign up promptly because the groups are small and fill up quickly. We need
your payment to hold your place. A typical day will include
- routine chores, feeding, grooming, stall cleaning, turn out, tack cleaning, basic first aid and health care for horses.
- special demonstrations: riding, driving, jumping, blacksmith, trailering, etc.
- lunch: please bring your own lunch - riding and preparing for riding, grooming, tacking up
- finish up, tack, groom, blanket

During the course of each week the objective will be to have FUN with and around horses and ponies. In order to do this
we will always stress the importance of SAFETY and THOROUGHNESS in the care of horses and their equipment. . On
Fridays we finish with a low key dressage exhibition for all the campers.

We will encourage a sense of RESPONSIBILITY while at the same time allowing the children to use their natural energy,
enthusiasm and athletic ability. We have found that the camp is a very valuable experience which provides the oppor-
tunity to absorb the many small details of farm and horse care in a leisurely environment which cannot be duplicated
within the rigid framework of a riding lesson schedule.

PRACTICAL DETAILS:

Your advance payment is refundable only if you cancel two weeks before the beginning of the week for which you are
signed up. If there is room the instructor may take daily campers at $65 for the day.

All campers must have an Undermountain Farm release on file in order to attend camp. Parents please leave your day-
time phone number so that we can reach you.

Please drop off and pick up campers promptly. Drop off and pick up is at the CAMP ROOM in the SHEEP BARN which is
the SMALL BARN HALFWAY DOWN THE MAIN DRIVEWAY. Campers who are left too early or too late will be charged $10

per hour or portion thereof. This will be strictly enforced in fairness to our staff.

Please call the Farm 637-3365 if your child is going to be late or absent~ Campers must wear long pants and boots (rid-
ing or work boot type). Please bring your riding helmet if you have one. Undermountain Farm has a few extra helmets
if necessary. Campers should be appropriately and comfortably dressed for the day; Your child should bring lunch. We
do have a refrigerator if needed.
